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Chamber endorses local levy effort 

At its October meeting, the Chamber’s board of 

directors supported the government affairs com-

mittee’s recommendation to support two local 

levies that voters will see on the November bal-

lot. They were easy decisions, based on the need 

and track record of both asks. 

SourcePoint, Delaware County’s most compre-

hensive senior services  provider, goes to the 

voters every five years. This year’s ask is a re-

newal of the current 1.3 mils with an additional .1 mil (the cost of the additional mil-

age is $3.50 per year for every $100k in property value). For thirty years, 

SourcePoint has been an organization unequaled in its mission, services, culture and 

contribution to the quality of life that makes Delaware County so special.  

The levy is necessary for SourcePoint to continue to provide the vital services that 

seniors need to stay in their homes as long as possible. In addition to its award-

winning Meals On Wheels program, SP provides personal care and basic nursing 

services, homemaker and chore assistance, caregiver support and respite care, 

health and wellness and insurance counseling. SP is a one-stop for all things 55 and 

older, including the social and educational aspects of growing older. SP is both the 

resource for medical transportation, Medicare workshops, Euchre tournaments, arts 

programs and elder issues. Those who have lived outside of Delaware County know 

that SP is uniquely designed and managed; indeed, it’s used as a model for senior 

community initiatives.  

The senior population in Delaware County continues to grow. 

In addition to the aging of the current population, the county 

attracts seniors from all over the country who migrate to be 

near grandchildren. They bring with them their income and 

join with local seniors as a valuable resource to the community. 

The Chamber continues to be impressed with how SP is run and what it offers our 

community. The Chamber encourages its members to support the levy on November 

8.

City Managers Andy White and Steve Pyles of Powell and Sunbury respective-

ly, updated Chamber members at a State of the Cities luncheon. Both Andy 

and Steve are new-ish additions to our community leadership docket and it 

was grand to meet them.

It also means 

collective bargaining and civil services. But even when it was just the village of Sunbury, the culture– indeed their tag 

line– includes “balance”. “Small town. Big ideas. Perfect Balance.” Sunbury’s quaint  downtown is surrounded by the 

kind of residential and commercial growth the rest of the county is experiencing. In fact, y percentage, Sunbury is the 

fastest-growing municipality in Delaware County. And, of course, Sunbury is doing its best - as all areas of the county 

are– to get ahead of the impact of Intel.

Powell may have been a city for far longer, but the executive staff of the city is nearly all brand new. While there’s some 

institutional history that departed, this new staff led by Andy White means next-level community planning. Streamlin-

ing processes for development, making better use of city-owned property are among many fresh ideas.  

The passage of a 2% city income tax that became effective in January of this year means the city has the resources to 

catch up to its growth. Public safety and long-needed capital improvements join the largest paving program in Powell’s 

history.

PERKINS OBSERVATORY 

Our first bus trip took us to Perkins Observatory where we met 

Don Stevens, Director of the Perkins Observatory.  Don is – not 

surprisingly – an astrophysicist, but he presented many abstract 

ideas in ways easily understood (we can all calculate light speed 

and better understand the night sky as a time traveling device 

that takes us back in time!).  We also got the human side of the 

Perkins story and were able to connect with the life of Hiram 

Perkins who through his patriotism, thirst for knowledge and his 

hard work, converted his inability to serve during the civil war 

into a gift that allowed Delaware to see the stars.  While the orig-

inal telescope is now in AZ (where it can more effectively be 

used), the structure – particularly it’s dome – are an impressive 

reminder of the dedication of one man who is still influencing future astronomers.  Perkins is primarily used for re-

search and education by the Ohio Wesleyan Physics and Astronomy Department, but Perkins is also Central Ohio’s 

only observatory that offers public programs yearly.  Don shared that the Friday Night programs regularly sell-out and 

he encouraged everyone to plan an evening and join. www.owu.edu/files/resources/brochure2022.pdf 

STRATFORD ECOLOGICAL CENTER 

Underneath a blue-gray October sky, the Leadership Delaware Class of 

2023 packed into the bus and were off to the Stratford Ecological 

Center. Located at 3083 Liberty Road in Delaware Ohio, the Stratford 

Ecological Center (SEC) is a private non-profit organization dedicated 

to the education of understanding the relationships between agricul-

ture, animals and their environment. Founded in 1991, the Stratford 

Ecological Center is a full working farm that allows children and adults 

to connect with nature while at the same time fostering an appreciation 

for the land. The Leadership Class broke off into smaller groups and 

with the help of an SEC volunteer tour guide, got the chance to walk 

around the farm and hear about its history as well as the many func-

tions, programs and activities they offer year-round. The property sits 

on 236 acres and is home to roughly 120 heads of livestock, which in-

clude cattle, sheep, goats, chickens and sometimes hogs. It is a self-

sustaining farm, which primarily operates on solar power and all of the 

livestock are grass-fed. The Stratford Ecological Center receives no state 

or federal funding so visit their website to find ways to donate or sign 

up for volunteer opportunities. The SEC has over 200 volunteers who 

make this wonderful educational farm and nature preserve possible.

DELAWARE COUNTY FAIRGROUNDS / THE JUG / COLUMBUS ZOO 

After lunch at the Delaware County Fairgrounds and listening to the 
history of the Little Brown Jug, the Leadership Delaware Class (LDC) were 
off to their next stop to visit the Columbus Zoo. The LDC had the oppor-
tunity to meet the Zoo CEO Tom Schmid who spoke to the class about the 
various programs and activities the zoo and aquarium offers to educate 
children and adults on their efforts for the conservation of wildlife. After-
wards the LDC received a private performance of the seal and sea lion ex-
hibit. It was here when we met the zoo’s oldest sea lion Bodega, 26 years 
old, and Nana who performed tricks and showed how smart these marine 
mammals truly are. Especially if you have some fish and Jell-O cubes 
handy! 

ALUM CREEK 

Our last stop of the day was Alum Creek Dam. We all crowded onto the bus 
with Sylvia Chelf, Park Man-
ager with the US Army Corps 
of Engineers who manage the 
dam. We drove over the dam 
in the bus, and it was a little 
nerve-racking to be overlook-
ing the dam on both sides! 
Once we parked and all got 
off the bus, Chelf talked to us about the history and importance of the dam. 
We learned that next year will be the dam’s 50th anniversary, and they 
have already started to prepare. Alum Creek provides 7 million gallons of 
water for DELCO water treatment and it is also an additional source of 70 
million 
gallons of 
water for 
the City 
of Colum-
bus. Fur-
ther 
down the 
creek 
there is 
also a 
pump for 
the City 
of 
Wester-

ville. The dam is two miles long and Alum Creek co-
vers 3400 acres of water and gets five million visitors 
each year. While the dam and Alum Creek do fulfill 
recreational, functional, and educational purposes, we 
learned that the primary mission of the dam is flood damage reduction. If left alone, flooding at Alum Creek can affect 
the Ohio River and even the Mississippi River, so there are times that they must hold water to prevent flooding down-
stream. Overall, this was a really educational stop for the group and a unique experience for us to be able to drive over 
the dam.  

After Alum Creek, we returned to The Barn at Stratford and said goodbye to each other and our fantastic bus driver, 
Lisa.
